WELCOME TO THE UNIVERSITY OF CENTRAL ASIA

The University of Central Asia (UCA) is one of the world’s few regional,
fully residential, internationally chartered universities devoting considerable
resources to mountain-based research. It is a secular, private and not-for-profit
university founded by the Governments of Kazakhstan, the Kyrgyz Republic,
Tajikistan, and the Aga Khan Development Network (AKDN). UCA’s School of
Professional and Continuing Education has operated in mountain communities
and capital cities for the past ten years. Today we inaugurate the first of our three
residential campuses in Naryn, Kyrgyz Republic, where our pioneering class of
undergraduates began their educational journey on 5 September 2016.

The campus in Naryn is the first phase of a larger vision for the 252-hectare site.
Phase I includes a 13,927m? space for 150 students featuring state-of-the-art
classrooms, a library, laboratories and faculty and staff residences. Secure,
modular student dormitories create comfortable living and learning spaces.
UCA’s athletic facilities, including football pitches and tennis courts, are open
to the public, encouraging student-community interaction. The sports dome
will host indoor athletics year-round. When the final phase is complete, it will
accommodate 1,200 students and span 125,000m?.
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UCA’s inaugural students are among the best and brightest from Kazakhstan,
the Kyrgyz Republic, Tajikistan, Afghanistan and Pakistan. These young women
and men earned a seat in the founding class through a transparent, competitive,
merit-based and needs-blind admissions process. Their diverse backgrounds and
experiences strengthen our undergraduate community.

UCA s here for the long haul. We will not compromise the quality of our academic
programmes or our facilities; our commitment to our students’ academic and
professional development is unwavering. UCA’s curriculum is grounded in the
Central Asian context and designed to respond to regional human resource needs
with the assistance of international partner institutions. We expect graduates to
make their mark on this campus and beyond, for generations to come.

PROFILE OF THE CLASS OF 2021

The Class of 2021 is a diverse group of 71 students with demonstrated records
of leadership. They are winners of academic competitions; presidents of student
government; passionate advocates for the disadvantaged; talented artists and
musicians; award-winning athletes; and enthusiastic volunteers who lend a
hand in their communities. While many students joining UCA come from urban
centres, more than half are from secondary cities and small villages. Nearly
40 per cent are women. Every student in the inaugural class is receiving some
: form of assistance through UCA’s generous financial aid programmes.

About Central Asia

Central Asia is at the heart of the Silk Road that once linked Europe to South and
East Asia.

This region’s mountain societies face unique social and economic challenges.
Central Asia emerged from the Soviet period among the most isolated and least
economically integrated areas in the world. Mountain communities struggle
with inaccessibility of goods and basic services, including education and
health care. They are also highly vulnerable to the effects of climate change
and natural hazards. Mountains represent Central Asia’s biggest challenges and
most significant assets. High quality education is not only the most important
need, but also the most promising route to prosperity. The University aims to be
a driver of development, fostering an intellectual transformation that will spur
economic growth across Central Asia.

Naryn in Focus

UCA’s first campus is nestled in the Tien Shan mountain range and located on
the banks of the Naryn River, the longest river in the Kyrgyz Republic. Naryn
Town is home to an estimated population of 40,000 and is the centre of the Naryn
Oblast, the country’s largest province. Naryn shares a border with China and is
part of the Free Economic Zone, a region designated to encourage investment
and trade with foreign businesses. More than 70 per cent of the province is
mountainous, and most residents live at or above 2,000 metres. The region is
home to lush pastures, scenic peaks, flowing rivers and vast water resources,
including Son Kul Lake.

THE UNIVERSITY OF CENTRAL ASIA

UCA was founded in 2000. The Presidents of Kazakhstan, the Kyrgyz Republic,
Tajikistan and His Highness the Aga Khan signed the International Treaty and
Charter to establish this secular, private and not-for-profit University. The treaty
was ratified by the respective parliaments and registered with the United Nations.
The Presidents are the Patrons of UCA and His Highness the Aga Khan is
the Chancellor.

The University’s mission is to promote the social and economic development
of Central Asia. It focuses particularly on mountain societies by offering an
internationally recognised standard of higher education, and helping the different
peoples of the region to preserve and draw upon their rich cultural traditions as
assets for the future.

Its Undergraduate School of Arts and Sciences offers Bachelor of Science
and Bachelor of Arts degrees in Computer Science and Communications and
Media at the Naryn, Kyrgyz Republic campus and Economics and Earth
and Environmental Sciences at the Khorog, Tajikistan campus. Each five-
year programme includes a rigorous preparatory year to upgrade students’
mathematics, science and English language skills to the levels required by the
undergraduate programme.

Integrated minors in Central Asian Studies and Development Studies are
offered at the Naryn and Khorog campuses, respectively. The University plans
to offer Business and Management and Engineering Sciences and a minor in
Globalisation Studies at the Tekeli, Kazakhstan campus, anticipated to open in
2019. During their studies, students will have the opportunity to spend at least
one semester at another UCA campus.

UCA also offers pre-university programming to prepare students to pursue higher
education. The University provides curriculum to the Aga Khan Education
Services upgrading programmes in Osh and Khorog that help Grade 11 students
improve mathematics and English skills. UCA’s Mentorship Programme
links Central Asian secondary students with undergraduate mentors from top
universities abroad. Finally, the UCA Summer Camp is an intensive three-week
academic enrichment programme targeted at students in Grade 10.

UCA’s School of Arts and Sciences will benefit from regional and international
faculty, including scholars from its Research Institutes, established under the
Graduate School of Development. When the first undergraduate class graduates
in 2021, UCA plans to launch the Graduate School’s first interdisciplinary
masters programme.

The Mountain Societies Research Institute (MSRI) is an interdisciplinary
research institute established in 2011. It is dedicated to supporting and enhancing
the resilience and quality of life of mountain societies through the generation
and application of sound research. MSRI hosts a mobile digital library in Naryn
Oblast, a Geographic Information Systems laboratory, an online interactive
Knowledge Hub, and the Central Asia and Afghanistan Research Fellowship.

The Institute of Public Policy and Administration (IPPA) is also celebrating five
years of engaging regional and international stakeholders in economics and policy-
oriented research, professional development and networking. The Institute aims to
improve the quality of governance through its Certificate Programme in Policy
Analysis for civil servants in Afghanistan, the Kyrgyz Republic and Tajikistan.

The Cultural Heritage and Humanities Unit (CHHU) is preserving and
promoting existing cultural knowledge and collections. CHHU was launched in
2013 to generate new dialogues on Central Asian heritage and identity. The Unit
supports the research of regional scholars through the UCA Cultural Heritage
Book Series.

Continuing Education and Outreach

The School of Professional and Continuing Education (SPCE) is celebrating
ten years of offering programming designed to improve income-generating
opportunities. SPCE is a leading provider of post-secondary, short-cycle
education in Central Asia as well as an academic publisher. The School has
trained more than 90,000 participants through 20 programmes in seven areas of
study at 12 learning centres throughout the region.

The Aga Khan Humanities Project (AKHP) was founded in 1997 by the
Aga Khan Trust for Culture and joined UCA in 2007. It fosters critical thinking
and academic writing skills through an integrated humanities curriculum. AKHP
develops and delivers resources, training and courses within a multi-disciplinary
framework. A total of 56 universities and 25 colleges in all three of UCA’s
founding countries use AKHP curriculum and pedagogy in their courses.

UCA’s Central Asian Faculty Development Programme (CAFDP) aims to create
a cadre of Central Asian academics with international experience and recognised
credentials.

AGA KHAN DEVELOPMENT NETWORK IN THE KYRGYZ REPUBLIC

Since 2002, the Aga Khan Development Network (AKDN) has supported
institutions and programmes promoting the economic vigour, political stability,
and intellectual and cultural vibrancy of the Kyrgyz Republic. In Naryn Oblast,
AKDN agencies are active across sectors as part of a long-term approach
to development.

Building a Vibrant University Community

UCA strengthened infrastructure and connections to the broader region by
constructing the three-kilometre Naryn-Baeotovo diversion road, providing
24-hour water supply and paving the access road to Tosh-Bulak village. UCA
is also refurbishing faculty and visitor accommodations in Naryn Town.

In May 2016, the Aga Khan Health Services (AKHS) opened a Medical and
Diagnostic Centre. Licensed by the Ministry of Health, the Centre provides
reliable and affordable services in gynaecology, obstetrics, cardiology, family
medicine and paediatrics.

The Aga Khan Trust for Culture (AKTC) rehabilitated the Seitaaly Jakypov Park
to provide an attractive urban community space for leisure, play, exercise and
WiFi connectivity for all ages. The Park is a joint project between the Naryn
Oblast Administration and AKDN through AKTC.

An Integrated Approach to Sustainable Development

The Aga Khan Foundation (AKF) and its implementing partner, Mountain
Societies Development Support Programme (MSDSP) lead integrated rural
development initiatives. MSDSP’s area-based approach collaborates with
community groups and local government on education, health, income generation,
natural resource management and disaster risk reduction projects.

The Aga Khan Education Services (AKES) inaugurated the Aga Khan School
(AKS), Osh in 2002 to encourage intellectual curiosity and social consciousness
among its 550 diverse students.

Preserving the Region’s Cultural Heritage

The Aga Khan Music Initiative (AKMI) supports musicians and educators to
preserve, transmit and develop their musical heritage in contemporary forms.
AKMI helps share Central Asian musical traditions internationally. It also
collaborates with UCA on music education.
